Mixing Power stir thoroughly until smooth and homogeneous 

Equipment Brush or roller 

Application Methods  Brush or roll: Apply an even, wet coat of Seal’N’Peel 690 by brush or 

roller, working in one direction. Don’t “overwork” the finish as this will 

cause stretch marks. Avoid excessive wet thickness on vertical surfaces 

as this will cause runs. Apply subsequent coats at right angles to the 

previous coat as soon as the surface is touch dry. Typically, 3 coats will be 

needed to achieve the required dry film thickness. Care must be taken to 

achieve the recommended film build (500) microns to ensure adequate 

protection and peel ability. The film can be tested for peelability after 2 

hours to ensure that the film build has been achieved. 

Cleaning/ Removal  Score around all edges with a dull blade. Use caution not to damage the 

surface being protected. Remove the film by starting from an edge, 

peeling away. Please dispose of waste thoughtfully
